Rules of entry

1. The competition is open to any playwright resident in the UK and Ireland.  If your script goes through to the final short-list, you may be asked to provide proof of your residential address. 

2. The deadline for entry is 10pm on Thursday, 31st May 2012.  Any entries received after this time will not be read.

3. Entrants may only submit one script in each year of the competition.

4. Entries from co-authors are welcomed.  You must ensure that only one entry is submitted. 

5. Entries may be printed or emailed.  Electronic entries should be sent to plays@belfreytheatre.com  these will not be read until the entry fee has been received.  Upon receipt of the script you will be sent email notification of receipt.  Printed  entries should be sent to The Derek Lomas Playwriting Competition c/o Sarah Newall-Lecrivain, 34 Mill Bank, Wellington, Shropshire, TF1 1SD.    If you wish to receive postal notification of receipt we ask that you enclose a stamped, self-addressed envelope with your submitted script.  We are sorry but we cannot return printed copies at the end of the competition.

6. The entry fee is £10.00.  If you wish to submit your script via email, please ensure you include a further £5.00 to cover printing costs.  All cheques should be made payable to The Wellington Theatre Company (please write the name of your submitted script on the back of the cheque).  All funds should be sent to The Derek Lomas Playwriting Competition c/o Sarah Newall-Lecrivain, 34 Mill Bank, Wellington, Shropshire, TF1 1SD

7. Scripts are to be submitted anonymously, along with a completed copy of the competition cover sheet which is available from our website http://www.belfreytheatre.com/ .  This information is for administration purposes only and will not be made available to the judging panel. 

8. Please do not submit any audiovisual material, although you may make reference to such supporting material in stage-directions/appendices.

9. The submitted script must be an entirely original piece and must not have been previously performed or produced.  We cannot accept work which is a translation or adaptation of an existing play/musical/novel/film.  The author(s) of the submitted script must own and control all copyrights and other related rights to the submitted script. 

10. The play must be between 20 and 55 minutes in length.

11.  The play must be for 2 or more characters. 

12.   The entered script must be available for production and unattached to any other theatre or company at the time of entry. Any scripts that have been professionally optioned, produced or published will be disqualified.  

Judging

1. Judging will take place between the 1st of June 2012 and 31st August 2012.  

2. A short-list of finalists will be published on our website by the 1st September 2012.  Finalists will be invited to attend rehearsed readings of the short-listed plays as part of the Wellington Literary Festival in October 2012 (date tbc), after which the winning entry will be announced.

3. The winning script will be performed by the Wellington Theatre Company and may go on to be the company's entry to the All England Theatre Festival.  We ask that permission is sought of the Wellington Theatre Company for any other group to perform the winning script/scripts for a period of twelve months after the announcement of the awards.  

4. We regret that no correspondence can be entered into regarding the judging process but we are willing to give written feedback. 

5. The Wellington Theatre Company reserves the right to make final judgement about entry criteria and awards, including any amendments to the above rules.
